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What is CodeRED?

The CodeRed Emergency Notifi-
cation System is a high speed
communication

service. CodeRed '-75:"-,‘
uses a one-of-a-
kind mapping
system capable of delivering cus-
tomized pre-recorded emergency
messages to homes and busi-
nesses, live individuals and an-
swering machines.

Laramie County and the City of
Cheyenne, in cooperation with
Frontier Refinery, have instituted
the CodeRED Emergency Notifi-
cation System. This program will
benefit the residents of Cheyenne/
Laramie County by providing
them with another avenue for
emergency notification.

How does it work?

In the event of an emergency,
}é officials will have the ability
to send pre-recorded messages
about the emergency at the rate of
60,000 calls per hour. Recorded mes-
sages are delivered to either a live per-
son or answering machine, making three
attempts to connect to any number. This
is a geographical based notification sys-
tem, which means street addresses are
used to select which phone numbers will
receive emergency notification calls in

any given situation.

How do I enroll? )

CodeRED will automatically S&E
dial your published home '
phone number in Cheyenne and Laramie
County. The system does not automati-
cally dial your business phone or your
cellular phone. If you want to be con-
tacted by another method such as your
cellular phone or you wish to enter your
business in the system please give us
your information. All information will
be kept confidential and will only be
used in an emergency situation.
